2. SOUNDSATION HYPER TOP SERIES

HYPER TOP series is the result of years of experience accumulated by
SOUNDSATION in Portable Sound systems, a segment where quality, versa-
tility and value for money are absolutely essential.

It consists of 5 two-way polypropylene active speakers with woofers from 6”
to 15” - called HYPER TOP Series - and 3 bass-reflex active subwoofers from
1x12 “to 1x18” with birch plywood enclosures - called HYPER BASS Series.

The HYPER TOP series features 4 Bi-Amped models with Class-D amplifiers
on low frequencies and Class-AB con high - from 240W to 500W rated powers
- driving 8” to 15” high-performance woofers; and a smart and extremely ver-
satile 2-way active model with 100W Class-AB amp module on a 6” high-ex-
cursion woofer.

All models have got a sturdy, lightweight and stylish polypropylene enclosure
with full metal grille and acoustic foam to protect the transducers inside and
give a pleasant look. Furthermore, they feature four M8 fixing points (1 on
each side), a different number of handles (from 1 on top for the 6” model to 3
for the 15” model) and a standard D36mm pole mount hole, in order to allow
any fixed installation or portable applications as well as easily move them
everywhere.

Use commercial RCA cables to wire stereo unbalanced sources with RCA
output connectors to stereo RCA Line inputs of HYPER TOP units.

You can, of course, also connect unbalanced equipment to balanced inputs.
Use either mono and stereo jack, making sure ring and collar are connected
together (or pins 1 & 3 in the case of XLR connectors).

3.2. Fixed Installation

The installation of HYPER TOP speakers has to be built and constructed in

a way that it can hold 10 times the weight for 1 hour without any harming de-
molishment. The installation must always be secured with a secondary safety
attachment, e.g. an appropriate catch net. This secondary safety attachment
must be constructed in a way that no part of the installation can fall down if the
main attachment fails.

<~ Pay attention to the safety! Please respectively consider the EN
60598-2-17 and the national standard during the installation. The
authorized dealer must only carry out the installation.

When rigging, de-rigging or servicing the unit, staying in the area below the
installation place, on bridges, under high working places and other endange-
red areas is forbidden.
